QO Mercies (3628) (oiktirmos)
v The word means to have compassion
v The idea denotes the inward feeling of compassion which abides
in the heart.
v It means more than just concern over someone's hardship
v 1t literally means to "bear with" or "to suffer with some one"
v’ Lightfoot says...... , it is like suffering with them

The word “present” is a technical Greek word used for offering a
sacrifice.

Present (3936) (paristemi [word study]from

v’ (para) = beside or near + (histemi) = set

v The word literally means to place or set beside or near for use

v' To bring or introduce into the presence of someone especially of
superior rank or status

v" To put into the hands of another in ceremony.

Q Aliving sacrifice in contrast with the slain Levitical
offerings

v There are two ‘living sacrifices”
v The first is Isaac, the second is our Lord Jesus Christ

Gen 22:9

9 When they came to the place of which God had told him, Abraham built the altar
there and laid the wood in order and bound Isaac his son and laid him on the altar,
on top of the wood. 10 Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to
slaughter his son. 11 But the angel of the LORD called to him from heaven and said,
“Abraham, Abraham!” And he said, “Here | am.” 12 He said, “Do not lay your hand
on the boy or do anything to him, for now | know that you fear God, seeing you have
not withheld your son, your only son, from me.” 13 And Abraham lifted up his eyes
and looked, and behold, behind him was a ram, caught in a thicket by his horns. And
Abraham went and took the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering instead of his
son. 14 So Abraham called the name of that place, “The LORD will provide”; as it is
said to this day, “On the mount of the LORD it shall be provided.”
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
